School Closure for 2025/2026 and Information for September 2026 
 
I am writing to inform you that Oakfield School will be closing for the summer holidays on Friday, 
17th July 2026 at 2 pm.  Please note that there will be no Extended Days provision. 
 
We will be introducing a phased return in September 2026 to support pupils in settling back into 
school following the long summer break. This approach helps ensure that all pupils return as 
smoothly as possible.

The Rowan Building will become the dedicated base for Key 
Stage 4, giving our older pupils a focused environment to support their academic studies and 
preparation for post-16 education.  We believe these changes will greatly enhance the pupil 
experience and support their journey with us.
